Regulation of Postgraduate and Doctoral
Study Programs of the Athens University of
Economics and Business

THE SENATE OF THE ATHENS UNIVERSITY OF
ECONOMICS AND BUSINESS

Having regard to:

1. Article 79(3) of Law 4957/2022 "New Horizons in
Higher Education Institutions”: Strengthening the
quality, functionality and link of the Higher Education
Institutions to the society and other provisions "(A
141)

2. Article 5 (2) of Law 3469/2006 "National Printing
Office, Government Gazette and other provisions"
(A"137),

3. Article 90 of the Code of Legislation for the
government and governmental bodies (P.D. 63/2005,
A '98), in combination with Article 119(22) of Law
4622/2019 (A’ 133).

4, the act no. 4503/01.09.2022 (Online Publication
No.: WBAW469BAM-WAI) dated 01.09.2022 of the
Rector on the reconstruction of the Senate of the
Athens University of Economics and Business,

5. The Senate decision (4th/24.11.2022/3 meeting)
on the reconstruction of the Postgraduate Study
Committee, which was initially established by the
decision of the 1st/15.09.2022/4 meeting of the
Senate, in accordance with article 79 of Law
4957/2022.

6. The recommendation YS 325/05.04.2023 of the
Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs and Personnel and
the President of the Postgraduate Study Committee,
which includes the Regulation of Postgraduate and
Doctoral Study Programs of the Athens University of
Economics and Business, and where the agreement of
the members of the Postgraduate Study Committee is
indicated.

7. the fact that the application of this decision does
not result in any expense to the state budget or the

Government Gazette no. 3140

budget of the Athens University of Economics and
Business, decides the following:

A. Approves the Regulation of Postgraduate and
Doctoral Study Programs of the Athens University of
Economics and Business, which is as follows:

REGULATION OF POSTGRADUATE AND
DOCTORAL STUDY PROGRAMS

Preambele

The Postgraduate Programs are part of the strategic
planning of AUEB, governed by scientific coherence and
aim at promoting knowledge, research development,
meeting the educational, research and development
needs of the country, and high-level specialization of
graduates in theoretical and applied areas of specific
disciplines, specific thematic units or sub-disciplines of
the first cycle of studies of the Department concerned.
Postgraduate study aim to train scientists capable of
contributing to research (basic and applied), to the
development of the economy, to business and
organisation administration, and to the transmission
and application of the specialized knowledge and skills
which are necessary for today's society of knowledge
and information in the scientific fields fostered by the
Institution. The nature of the postgraduate programs
towards a Master's Degree at the AUEB is established on
the basis of the following principles: a) The provision of
high-level knowledge in the disciplines of the respective
programs.

b) The continuous adaptation of the curricula and
teaching methods to the developments of science
and technology.

c¢) The ability of students to acquire an
interdisciplinary background, allowing them to be
agile and adapt quickly to ever-changing labour
market conditions.

d) The acquisition of abilities and skills, as well as
knowledge about business developments in Greece
and internationally.

e) The greatest possible familiarisation of students
with modern research methodology and new
technologies.
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f) The evaluation of the curricula, professors and
students with the aim of continuously improving the
provided studies.

g) The interconnection of research with the
educational process.

h) The systematic cooperation between professors
and students.

i) The interconnection of the educational process
with the needs of the market and the economy in
general.

i) The development of cooperation networks with
the international scientific community.

k) The preparation of students for the resumption of
their studies at the level of a doctoral degree.

Article 1
General provisions

1. The AUEB postgraduate studies are within the
scope of its objectives and overall mission. They refer
to specialties relevant to its Departments and aim at
the transmission and promotion of scientific
knowledge to meet educational, research and
developmental needs in general.

2. Postgraduate Programs are organized and run;

a) By the Departments of the AUEB, independently
or in cooperation with Departments of the same or
another domestic Higher Education Institution,

b) The AUEB may cooperate for the organization of
PSP with Higher Military Education Institutions,
Higher Ecclesiastical Academies, research and
technological bodies under Article 13A of Law
4310/2014 (A '258), Research University Institutes, the
Academy of Athens, the Institute of Biomedical
Research of the Academy of Athens, foreign
institutions and research organizations, European
and international bodies and organizations, as well as
recognized scientific bodies and institutions
operating in the form of a legal person governed by
public law.

¢) By one (1) or more AUEB Departments in a
specific subject that cures the Department for the
purpose of providing formal postgraduate education
exclusively to the personnel of private or public sector
bodies, in the context of the implementation of a
contract or program agreement of the AUEB with a
private or public sector body, which undertakes the
financing of the organization and operation of the
PSP.

3. In case of an interdepartmental, interdisciplinary
or joint PSP a Special Cooperation Protocol (SCP) is
drawn up and approved by the relevant Senates and
the collective management bodies of the Research
Centres or organizations following a
recommendation by the supervising Department.

4. The provisions of this regulation specify and
complement the legislative framework governing

postgraduate and doctoral studies and contribute to
the uniform regulation of the operational issues of the
PSPs and IPSPs of the AUEB.

Article 2

Submission of proposals for the establishment of
new PSPs - feasibility and sustainability study
elements

1. The proposal for the establishment of a new PSP
must fall within the scope of the Department or
Departments by which it is proposed.

2. There may be no overlap with the title of existing
PSPs and between the specialization title of a new PSP
and the title of an existing PSP.

3. The Feasibility Study shall include at least the
following:

a. Necessity of establishing the PSP and a
description of its objectives:

The scientific, epistemological and social reasons
that make the operation of the PSP necessary and
important shall be set out in detail. The objectives and
the degree of connection between teaching and
research shall also be set out.

b. Relevance of the PSP with the subject of the first
cycle of studies.

The relevance of the PSP with the first cycle of
studies shall be presented and it is also recommended
to document the differentiation of the material, in the
sense of specialization, from the first cycle of studies.

c. Scientific competence of teachers: The scientific
competence of the teachers in relation to the specific
subject shall be developed, with a relevant research
and published work (the documentation should be
based on those indicatively planned to teach in the
new PSP).

d. Criteria and evaluation process: The criteria on
the basis of which it will be evaluated (each course
and each teacher) are indicated.

4. The Sustainability Study shall include the
following:

a. The Postgraduate Study Programs organized by
the Department (title, collaborating Departments /
institutions, if any, duration, website, etc.). The
justification of the availability/existence of the
infrastructure and the possibility of the teaching staff
to be involved in an additional program, without
neglecting its legal obligations, shall be stated.

b. The programs with relevant content (subject)
organized in Greece (PMS title, Department /
institution).

An indicative study of supply and demand
regarding the specific subject in Greece shall be
desirable.

c. Alternative sources of funding: Alternative
sources of funding provided for, other than the
increase in tuition fees, if the number of students is
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not what is expected in order to implement the
proposed budget.

d. The existence of the basic infrastructure and the
necessary equipment for the operation of the
program.

5. Procedure for establishing a new PSP:

By decision of the Senate of the AUEB, upon the
recommendation of the Assembly of the Department
and the opinion of the Postgraduate Study Committee,
the establishment of a new PSP shall be approved. The
establishment decision shall specify all the matters that
govern the organization, operation and management
of the PSP in accordance with the provisions in force. If
the organization of the PSP is carried out by more than
one (1) Department of the same or another domestic
Higher Education Institution, as an interdepartmental
or inter-institutional PSP respectively, a special
cooperation protocol shall be drawn up.

By decision of the Senate of the Higher Education
Institution, upon the recommendation of the
Assembly of each cooperating Department, the
special cooperation protocol shall be approved. The
establishment decision shall be supervised by the
Higher Education Institution undertaking the
administrative support of the program.

Following the adoption of the decision to establish
a PSP and prior to the commencement of its
operation, the certification of the PSP by the Hellenic
Authority for Higher Education (HAHE), in accordance
with Article 8(1){(c) of Law 4653/2020 (A’ 12),

Article 3
Structure and  operation
postgraduate programs

1. The AUEB Postgraduate Programs may include
full-time and part-time study programs.

2. Each PSP of the AUEB may provide up to three (3)
specializations.

3. The PSP provides specializations only if the
percentage of the ECTS credits of the specialization
courses (compulsory and elective courses, excluding
Master's thesis) exceeds 25% of the ECTS credits of the
PSP.

4, It is allowed to complete a PSP offering
specializations without the students who attend it
being required to select a specialization. In this case,
no study specialization shall be indicated in the
transcript of records or the Diploma Supplement.

5. The study specialization of each PSP shall be
indicated only in the transcript of records and in the
Diploma Supplement related to the PSP of students
who have attended it and not in the degree.

6. By decision of the competent bodies of the PSP
the Operation Regulation of the PSP shall be drawn
up and governed by the principles hereof and shall
include specific conditions for each PSP. The

regulation  of

Operation Regulation shall be approved by the
Senate, published in the Government Gazette and
posted on the website of the PSP.

Article 4
Categories of candidates
postgraduate programs

1. Holders of the qualification of the first cycle of
studies at a domestic Higher Education Institution
(Universities and  Technological  Educational
Institutes) or foreign similar institutions. In order to
accept applications from foreign students, the
competent Secretariat shall check whether the
institution awarding the qualification of a foreign
institution is included in the National Registry of
Foreign Recognised Institutions and whether the type
of this qualification is included in the National
Registry of Qualification Types of Recognized
Institutions which are posted on the website of
DOATAP, in accordance with the provisions in force.

2. Foreign students admitted to Programs in which
teaching is conducted in the Greek language, must
demonstrate sufficient knowledge of it, in accordance
with the conditions mentioned in the Operation
Regulations of the PSPs.

3. In the context of the cooperation of the AUEB
with foreign higher education institutions, students
of such institutions may be admitted to PSPs, in
addition to entrants specified by their establishment
acts. These students shall be enrolled to the PSPs for
the attendance of a limited number of courses, after
the completion of which they receive a certificate of
attendance of courses with a proportional grading
and ECTS credits. For their participation in the PSPs,
the above students may pay tuition fees, as
determined in accordance with the conditions
governing the agreement with the foreign institution
and the relevant decisions of the Senate of the Athens
University of Economics and Business.

Article 5
Criteria for maximum and minimum number of
entrants
1. The criteria for determining the maximum and
minimum number of entrants per Postgraduate Study
Program are the purpose and subject of the PSP, any
specializations, financial data, the number of teaching
staff members and the available logistics of the
Institution provided for the needs of the Postgraduate
Programs.
2.In any case, based on the available logistics of the
Institution, the maximum number of entrants per PSP
organized by the AUEB in Greek and/or English, may
not exceed one hundred twenty (120) postgraduate
students per year, and more specifically sixty (60)
postgraduate students per year for the full-time study
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program and sixty (60) postgraduate students per
year for the part-time study program.

Article 6
Introduction criteria - selection process

1. The Departments may have an open process
regarding notices (and therefore accept applications
from student candidates throughout the year) with
two or more closing dates to be selected (e.g. January
and June). Alternatively, a PSP may have an annual
notice with a specific closing date for submission of
applications. The notice shall state the conditions of
admission, the categories of graduates and the
number of entrants, the method of admission, the
selection criteria, etc., the time limits for submitting
applications and the supporting documents required.
Indicatively, the supporting documents may be the
following:

a) Application with a recent photo.

b) A degree copy together with a transcript of
records. Graduates must submit a declaration under
Law 1599/1986 that they shall be accepted on
condition that they will obtain their degree until the
examination period of following September,

c) Proof of command of the English language at a
level defined by the competent bodies of the PSP, but
not lower than B2 level - Good command. Those who
do not hold the required qualification during the
period of submission of applications must submit a
declaration under Law 1599/1986 that they shall be
accepted on condition that they will obtainthe
required proof of command of the English language

d) Two reference letters from teachers (for
candidates of the full-time study program) and/or
employers (for candidates of the part-time study
program)

e) Proof of professional experience (for candidates
for the part-time study program) if requested by the
notice.

The notice shall be approved by the competent
bodies of the PSP, sighed by the Director of the PSP
and the Rector of the AUEB and posted on the website
of the PSP and the Institution.

2. The selection of the entrants to the Postgraduate
Study Programs shall be effected by a Committee of
the relevant Department or of the relevant
Departments, set up by a decision of the competent
body.

3. The conditions and selection criteria of the
candidates shall be quantitative and/or qualitative,
and shall be made known to the candidates by the
PSP notice. The selection criteria of the candidates
may include, but shall not be limited to the following:

a) Grade of degree(s),

b) Grades on the undergraduate courses that are
relevant to the PSP courses

¢) Performance in Master's thesis, where this is
required at an undergraduate level,

d) Minimum grade of examinations {e.g. GMAT,
GRE, internal examinations, etc.).

e) Duration and type of work experience,

f) University and originating Department,

g) Type of research experience,

h) Command of English.

i) Command of another foreign language required
by the specific Program.

j) Interview,

k) Reference letters from teachers or employers, in
accordance with a relevant decision of the competent
body. I} Additional criteria, depending on the
program, in accordance with a decision of the
competent body. The details of the application of the
criteria (e.g. points, weights, etc.) shall be determined
by decision of the competent body.

4. The selection procedure shall be as follows:

b) The Secretariat of PSP shall draw up a complete
initial list of applicants.

b) The Committee for the assessment of Candidates
shall:

ba) reject candidates who do not meet the criteria
decided by the competent body of the PSP.

bb) award points to candidates according to the
criteria decided,

bc) prioritize the candidates by the points awarded
and issue a provisional selection list

bd) call for an interview those candidates for whom
it has been decided to be invited

be After examining the objections and on the basis
of the final grade of the candidates, it shall draw up
the final selection list.

5. The final list of suitable candidates and any
runners-up shall be validated by the competent PSP
body. Its posting shall be carried out in accordance
with the provisions on personal data protection on
the PSP website.

6. The suitable candidates, after being informed by
the Secretariat, shall be invited to respond in writing
within a specified period of time defined in the
Operation Regulation of each PSP, on whether they
accept their admission to the PSP and its operational
conditions. The non-acceptance of the selected
candidate within the above time-limit shall be
equivalent to a refusal of acceptance and the
Secretariat of the PSP shall inform the next student in
the assessment order from the relevant list of suitable
candidates. For the admission to the PSP, it is
necessary to deposit an amount determined by the
competent bodies of the PSP against the 1st
instalment of tuition fees, provided that tuition fees
are envisaged.

7. Candidates who may not be able to meet the
requirements under which they were admitted or
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leave the PSP, at any time after accepting the position
offered to them, shall not be entitled to request a
refund of the money paid.

Article 7

Terms of full-time and part-time study and the
possibility of suspension and resumption of
study

1. The AUEB Postgraduate Programs include full-
time and part-time study programs.

2. The full-time study programs are addressed to
candidates who must attend an intensive curricutum,
which takes place mainly during morning and
afternoon hours (from 09:00 to 18:00) and lasts at least
one year.

3. Part-time study programs are addressed to
candidates who have work experience and are willing
to attend courses in parallel with their work
exclusively during the evening hours (after 18:00),
according to the respective program.

4. It is also possible to hold lectures on Saturday,
09:00-15:00.

5. The duration of studies of a part-time study
program is defined by the competent bodies of the
PSP and must be at least one semester higher than
that of the full-time study program. Full-time and
part-time study programs provide equivalent
diplomas.

6. In exceptional cases, postgraduate students are
granted, upon submission of a relevant reasoned
request, a temporary suspension of studies, which
may not exceed two (2) semesters in total. During the

suspension, the postgraduate student shall lose their
student status, The time of suspension shall not be
counted in the maximum duration of regular study.
The student, upon their return, is still subject to the
studies program of their enrolment as a postgraduate
student (full or part-time program). The resumption of
the studies after the suspension takes place under the
conditions and rules of operation of the program. The
suspension is granted by decision of the competent
body of the PSP

Article 8
Terms of study - courses taught - duration

1. Each candidate, prior to their enrolment, takes
note of and accepts this Regulation and the Operation
Regulation of the PSP. Acceptance of the Regulation
is an essential requirement for obtaining and
retaining the status of a postgraduate student.
Candidate postgraduate students are enrolled and
participate in the Postgraduate Study Program under
the terms and conditions of both regulations.

2. The courses, the teaching and research
employment, the practical exercises and all other
educational and research activities of the P.M.S. are
defined in the Regulation of Operation of each PSP.
The compulsory and elective courses, teaching hours
and ECTS credits of each course are also defined. In
parallel with the courses, the PSP offers seminars if
provided for in their Regulation of Operation. In the
operation regulation of each PSP, the summary tables
should be filled out on the basis of their curriculum as
follows:

3. Postgraduate Study Programs may envisage
Internship for postgraduate students as a compulsory
or optional educational activity of the curriculum
aiming at the practical application of the theoretical
scientific knowledge acquired through the successful
attendance of the program and familiarization of
students with potential workplaces.

The successful completion of the internship entails
the award of the number of credits (European Credit
Transfer and Accumulation System - ECTS),
determined by decision of the competent body of the
PSP.

By decision of the competent body of PSP, the
details on the conduct of the internship, such as

whether or not it is compulsory for the award of the
degree, the total hours of the internship, its duration
in calendar months, the period of its implementation
in accordance with the needs and requirements of the
curriculum, as well as the minimum conditions of
academic progress to be met before its
commencement are determined.

The internship may also be conducted with foreign
bodies, provided that the supervision of the
educational process is possible, in accordance with
the provisions of the Operation Regulation of the
Postgraduate Study Program.

If the internship is not compulsory for the successful
completion of the study program, the Operation
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Regulation of the Postgraduate Study Program may
specify the conditions and selection criteria where the
number of available internship positions is not
sufficient to meet all requests submitted by interested
students of the program.

4. ECTS are awarded to all the independent
educational components of the PSP (whether they are
courses or other obligations, e.g. thesis) ECTS express
the workload required for the achievement of the
objectives of the academic postgraduate program by
each student. The workload includes the time
required to complete all planned learning activities,
within an academic curriculum such as attendance of
courses, seminars, independent study, preparation of
work, internship, participation in the examinations,
preparation of Master’s thesis. It is noted that for part-
time study programs, each student must obtain the
same number of ECTS required for the respective full-
time study program. Responsible for the allocation of
ECTS to each independent educational component
and activity of the postgraduate study program is the
Assembly of the Department or the Curriculum
Committee of the PSP. ECTS attributed to each
independent educational component or activity of
the curriculum may in no case be counted solely or
principally on the basis of teaching or attendance
hours or teaching units and the minimum number of
teaching units required according to the curriculum
towards the Master's degree. In addition, no
curriculum is allowed to include any independent
educational components and activities to which less
than two (2) ECTS may be attributed.

5. The language of part or all of the courses may be
Greek or another official language of the European
Union.

6. Attendance of the courses is mandatory and is the
responsibility of the teacher. The maximum number
of days absent per course is defined in the Operation
Regulation of the PSP. In the event that the number of
days absent is greater than that set by the Operation
Regulation of the PSP and the reasons for absence are
considered serious, at the request of the interested
postgraduate student, the case shall be examined by
the Coordination Committee of the PSP, which may or
may not approve the request and shall forward their
recommendation to the Assembly of the Department
or the Study Program Committee for the final
approval. In case the number of days present is not
reached, the student is considered to have failed in
this course.

7. The Assembly of the Department or the CC shall
decide on the matters with regard to courses not
passed or removal of students in the case of an
interdepartmental or inter-institutional or joint PSP
following a proposal by the Coordinating Committee,

the grounds for removal and includes them in the
Operation Regulation of the PSP. Reasons for removal
may be:

a) The insufficient progress of the postgraduate
student.

b} Non-fulfilment of the financial obligations up to
the maximum time allowed for the completion of the
studies, including the completion of the Master’s
Thesis, if provided for, set out in the Operation
Regulation of the PSP.

¢) Incomplete fulfilment of other obligations
defined by the relevant Regulation;

d) Offensive conduct against academic ethics under
current legislation

e) Upon request of the postgraduate student

8. The duration of each Program toward the
Master’s Degree is defined by the founding Decision
of the Program, as it is currently in force and may not
be less than one full calendar year.

9. The maximum time allowed for the completion of
the studies, including the completion of the Master's
Thesis, if provided for, is set out in the Operation
Regulation of the PSP.

Article 9
Academic calendar- timetable

1. Upon enrolment in a Postgraduate Program, the
student receives from the Secretariat the annual
Academic Calendar of the Program, which inciudes
the start and end dates of the teaching periods, exam
periods, holidays, etc.

2, At the beginning of each pericd, the Timetable of
the period is announced and includes the teaching
days and hours of the courses, as well as the
respective rooms, the dates of other events or
obligations, etc.

3. The Academic Calendar as well as the Timetable
are prepared under the responsibility of the Director
of each Postgraduate Study Program (PMS) and
approved by the competent body in accordance with
the provisions in force.

Article 10
PSP website
Each PSP has its website in Greek and English, or in
any other language considered by the Department,
especially in the case of Programs carried out in
cooperation with foreign universities The official
website of each PSP is constantly updated and
contains all the information and announcements
regarding the Program and is the official information
area for students. The PSP websites must be
maintained at the address of the uniform resource
locator (url) held by the Institution. For updates and
general material posted on the PSP websites, those

which decides on the terms of the reexamination and | responsible for updating them shall ensure the
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protection of personal data and compliance with the
provisions on intellectual property.

Article 11
Rights and obligations of postgraduate students
and doctoral candidates

1. Postgraduate students shall enjoy all the rights
and benefits stipulated for students in the first cycle
of the studies, except for the right for free textbooks.

2. Postgraduate students and doctoral candidates
may use the existing logistics of the University, which
includes teaching facilities adequately equipped with
modern teaching aids and computers, the Library, the
Computing Centre and the facilities of the
Laboratories of the Departments and the Institution..
They may also use the e-learning platform of the
AUEB, access digital libraries, have remote connection
and free internet access.

3. Postgraduate students and doctoral candidates
have the possibility to lodge objections as well as to
lodge complaints related to the educational and
administrative operation of the Postgraduate Study
Program or the Doctoral Study Program or the
Institution  through the Digital Complaints
Management System of the Institution in the context
of the implementation of the Internal Quality
Assurance System (IQAS) aiming at the continuous
improvement of the operation of the PSP and the
University.

4. The postgraduate students and doctoral
candidates must demonstrate a decent conduct, with
respect to the teachers and be courteous to their
fellow students and to the administrative staff of the
AUEB. They must use the equipment of the university
diligently and respect the rules of conduct of the
educational project and the deadlines for the
fulfillment of their obligations. The appropriate
attendance and proper behaviour of postgraduate
students and doctoral candidates during their studies
is a prerequisite for continuing education.

5. The doctoral candidate shall renews their
enrolment per academic year by submitting and
approving the annual progress report.

6 The doctoral candidate is required to submit an
annual progress report at the beginning of the
academic year. The progress reports shall be
submitted to the three-member committee and
approved by the Assembly of the Department,
following a positive recommendation from the
supervisor or the three-member committee. In the
event of a negative recommendation, which should
be endorsed by at least two members of the Three-
Member Committee, the doctoral candidate may
submit a corrected progress report within six months.

7. The postgraduate students and doctoral
candiates, upon enrolment in a Postgraduate or

| Doctoral Program respectively, take note of and

accept the Code of Ethics and Good Practice of the
Athens University of Economics and Business (B
7257/2022).

Article 12
Tutor for postgraduate students

The Athens University of Economics and Business
has established the institution of the Tutor for the
students of the Postgraduate Study Programs (PSP)
with the aim of supporting them during their studies.

The Tutor is the contact point for students in
matters related to their academic progress, their
participation in the academic community and their
professional development and has the following
responsibilities:

a. It provides counseling and clarifications on the
PSP Program, the courses offered, their content and
requirements.

b. Provides counselling and guidance in choosing a
master's thesis topic.

c. Provides counselling and proposes solutions,
where possible, in case of learning and attendance
difficulties.

d. Encourages students to take advantage of the
infrastructure  and services offered, such as
Laboratories, Library, etc.

e. It provides counselling and guidance on the
possibility to carry out internship and mobility actions
through the Erasmus+ Program or other programs.

f. Advises and directs on issues or possibilities of
professional development after the end of the PSP.

g. Encourages students to participate in the
academic community and the activities organized
within it (e.g. attending conferences and workshops,
volunteering, etc.)

h. Provides support in the event that problems (e.g.
personal, academic, learning difficulties) raise barriers
and present difficulties in students’ studies and
performance by giving advice on how to deal with
them and/or by referring the interested persons to
other services (e.g. mental health service, doctor’s
office).

Article 13
Knowledge test - exams
1. The final assessment in the individual courses of
the PSP is carried out by written or oral examinations,
intermediate  progress examinations,  written
assignments, laboratory or clinical exercises, a
combination of different assessment methods or
other assessment methods consistent with the type
of each educational process in accordance with the
decisions of the competent bodies. When conducting
written or oral examinations as assessment methods
the integrity of the procedure must be ensured. If the
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assessment is conducts by means of final exams, the
examinations shall be held after the completion of the
teaching work of each course or the completion of
each educational activity, in accordance with the
provisions of the program'’s operation regulation. The
final grade for each course shall be determined by the
respective teachers.

2. Participation in the exams on the specific date
announced in accordance with the Program is
compulsory. In the event that a student does not
appear on the specific examination date of a course,
they shall forfeit the examination period and shall be
deemed to have failed the course.

3. The grading scale is set from zero (0) to ten (10),
including percentage units and half-units. Any grade
from 5 and higher is a passing grade.

4. Re-examination in order for the student to
improve their grade is not allowed.

Article 14
Master’s thesis

1. If the Postgraduate Study Program includes the
preparation of a Master's thesis, the postgraduate
student submits an application to the Secretariat of
the PSP, indicating the proposed title of the Master's
thesis and the proposed supervisor. The competent
collective body of the PSP sets up the examination
committees and appoints the supervisor per task.

2. In exceptional cases of loss, objective failure to
carry out supervisory tasks or good cause, it is possible
to replace the supervisor or a member of the Three-
Member Examination Committee following a
decision of the Assembly of the relevant Department
or the CC.

3. In order for the work to be approved, the student
must defend it before the examination committee.
After the presentation, a report is drawn up and
signed by the examination committee. For the
registration of the Master's thesis grade, the
presentation report shall be submitted to the
Secretariat of the PSP. In the event of a Master’s thesis
failure, or failure to submit it on time, the student shall
be required to re-submit the Master's thesis taking
into account the comments of the Examination
Committee within a period specified by the
competent bodies of the PSP. The competent bodies
of the PSP may impose a penalty on the Master's
thesis grade if it is re-submitted.

4. The Master's thesis, if approved by the
Examination Committee shall be submitted in
electronic format to the AUEB Library with a view to
making it available to relevant depository systems.

5. If provided for by the PSP Operation Regulation,
the Master's thesis may be replaced by another
appropriate scientific method which is deemed to be
equivalent to the preparation of a Master’s Thesis.

6. Specific matters concerning the writing of the
Master's thesis, e.g. thesis language, schedule, font,
instructions for summary, content, structure and
presentation of the work, literature issues, etc. are
determined in Guide for the Preparation of the
Master's thesis issued by decision of the competent
body.

Article 15
Master’s Degree Award and Grade

1. The postgraduate student shall complete their
studies and be awarded the Master's Degree once
they have fulfilied all obligations prescribed under the
Program, i.e. they have succeeded in the exams for
the courses of the curriculum, their Master’s thesis has
been approved and they have paid off their tuition
fees, if envisaged.

2. The final grade of the Master's Degree results
from the grades of the courses and the grade of the
Master’s thesis in a manner decided by the competent
bodies of the PSP.

3. The grade of the Master’s Degree certifies that the
postgraduate student has successfully completed
their studies. The awarded Master’s Degrees bear the
indications “Good”, “Very Good”, “Excellent”,
corresponding to the following grades:

a) “Excellent” from 8.51 to 10

b) “Very Good” from 6.51 to 8.50

¢) “Good" from 5.00 to 6.50

4. The Master's Degree is a public document. Its
type, form and content shall be determined by a
decision of the Senate and shall be signed by the
Rector and the Head of the Directorate of Education
of AUEB or their lawful deputy. In case of an Inter-
University Postgraduate Program, the Master's
Degree shall indicate the Higher Education
Institutions and the Departments awarding the
degree, any emblems of the institutions and shall be
signed by the respective bodies of the institution that
has undertaken the administrative support of the
IPSP.

5. The Master's Degrees shall be awarded in a
special public ceremony attended by the Rector or
the lawful deputy thereof, the Dean of the School, the
Director of the PSP, the Head of the Department and
all postgraduate students who have met the
conditions for the award of the Master's Degree.

6. For the period until the Degree is awarded, the
Secretariat of the PSP shall issue a certificate of
completion of studies indicating the graduation date.

7. In addition to the Master’s Degree, a diploma
supplement, which is an explanatory document and
does not replace the formal qualification or the
transcript of record regarding the courses that is
awarded by higher education institutions, shall be
issued. The degree supplement shall be attached to
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the formal qualification and provide information on
the nature, level, general educational framework,
content and status of the studies which were
successfully completed by the PSP graduate. The
supplement shall contain no evaluations or
statements of equivalence or correspondence or
proposals regarding the recognition of the
gualifications abroad. The diploma supplement shall
be issued, automatically and without any financial
burden, in Greek and English, and shall meet the
conditions of authenticity required for the awarded
formal qualification. The date of issue of the
supplement shall not necessarily coincide with the
date when the formal qualification is awarded, but it
can never be issued earlier than such date.

Article 16

Internal evaluation process of the PSPs, as well

as the process of evaluation of the courses and

teachers in the PSP by students

In accordance with the provisions of Law 4957/2022

(Article 87), the Postgraduate Study Programs (PSPs)
of each Department, which include the
interdepartmental, inter-institutional and joint PSPs,
of which the Department shall undertake the
administrative support, shall be evaluated as part of
the periodic evaluation/certification of the academic
unit by the Hellenic Authority for Higher Education In
this context, the overall evaluation of the project
carried out by each PSP, the degree of fulfillment of
the objectives set upon its establishment, its
sustainability, the absorption of graduates in the
labour market, the degree of its contribution to
research, its internal evaluation by postgraduate
students, the feasibility of extending its operation,
and other information on the quality of the work
produced and its contribution to the national higher
education strategy. If a PSP at the stage of its
evaluation is found that it does not meet the
requirements for continuation, its operation shall be
completed with the graduation of the already
enrolied students in accordance with the founding
decision and the regulation of postgraduate and
doctoral programs. Furthermore, according to the
Internal Quality Assurance System of the Institution
for the optimization of the produced teaching work
and the curriculum, in all the PSPs at the end of each
teaching period (during the last week of each
teaching period), an electronic evaluation of each
course and each teacher shall be carried out by
postgraduate students.

Article 17
Tuition fees
1. The AUEB offers postgraduate programs with or
without tuition fees, In all programs where the

payment of tuition fees is envisaged, the following
shall be taken into account in determining the
amount of tuition fees:

a) The expected number of students enrolled in the
PSP.

b) The administrative support costs of the program.

c) Expenses for the fees of the teachers of the
program and the expenses for covering the
movements of teachers coming from abroad.

d) The costs of participation in conferences,
workshops and educational trips.

e) Expenses for granting reciprocal and non-
reciprocal scholarships to postgraduate students.

f) Expenses for the assignment of ancillary teaching
work to doctoral candidates (tuition courses, etc.)

@) The costs for the maintenance and renewal of the
equipment of the program and the purchase of
licenses for the use of databases and software.

h) Other operating costs.

2. The maximum tuition fee of the AUEB PSP for the
Greek-language programs amounts to eleven
thousand euros (11,000), while for the English-
language programs it amounts to thirteen thousand
euros (13,000). For students from non-EU countries
the above tuition fees may be increased by 35%.

3. The postgraduate students of the PSP., where the
payment of tuition fees is envisaged, are obliged to pay
them, up to the maximum time allowed for the
completion of studies, including the completion of the
Master's thesis, if provided for, as defined in the
Operation Regulation of the PSP. The amount of the
prescrived tuition fees for the entire program is
determined in the establishment decision on each PSP.

4. The tuition fees for the attendance of the PSP may
be paid in instalments by decision of the competent
body. The tuition fees shall be paid to the Special
Account for Research Funds (ELKE) of the AUEB, which
is responsible for their management.

5. Any tuition fees paid shall not be refunded if, for
any reason, the student wishes or is forced to
discontinue their studies in the program, except in
the case where a candidate is accepted at a later time
in another PSP of the AUEB whereby the amount paid
against the 1st instalment shall be reimbursed.

6. The postgraduate students must have paid all
their financial obligations prior to receiving the
certificate for the completion of studies and the
award of the Master's Degree. The Postgraduate
Study Programs with tuition fees provide the
possibility of exemption from them in accordance
with the applicable legislation.

Article 18
Scholarships
1. Postgraduate students and doctoral candidates
may be granted with scholarships of excellence and
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prized based on their performance in their studies
and their individual or family financial situation, as
well as reciprocal scholarships for the provision of
research, administrative, technical and other support
work to the Institution

The costs of the scholarships may be covered by
resources of selffunded programs or funding for
research and/or development programs, sponsorships
or donations from legal and natural persons.

Details of the implementation hereof will be
provided in the invitation for applications.

2. Scholarships are awarded on the basis of
objective criteria, academic, economic and social,
which may include, but are not limited to:

a) Academic.

aa) Normal attendance.

ab) The average grade of the previous semester.

n) The grade of the degree with which the student
was admitted to the PSP.

ad) Recent academic performance (prizes and
honours).

b) Financial.

ba) Taxable income.

<) Social.

ca) Divorced with dependants (children).

cb) Disability of candidate

cc) Single-parent family

cd) An orphan of both parents and not older than
25 years

ce) Child of a large family.

¢f) Siblings-students.

3. By reasoned decision of the competent body of
the Postgraduate Study Program (PSP), students of
PSP may be exempted, in whole or in part, from the
obligation to pay tuition fees, under the condition of
providing work to the program or the Higher
Education Institution. Details of the implementation
hereof may be provided for in the Operation
Regulation of the Program.

4, The maximum number of scholarships in each
P.MS. is set at 100% of the students enrolled in the PSP,

Article 19
Assignment of ancillary teaching work to
doctoral candidates

1. By decision of the Assembly of the Department,
ancillary teaching work may be assigned to the
doctoral candidates of the Department, under the
supervision of a PSP teacher. The ancillary teaching
work is defined as the assistance of the members of
the Teaching and Research Staff (DEP) during the
performance of their teaching duties, the internship
of the students, the conduct of tutoring, laboratory
exercises, the supervision of examinations and the
correction of exercises.

2. The maximum hourly fee for the assignment of
ancillary teaching work to the doctoral candidates is
set at 70 €/ teaching hour.

Article 20
Resources of PSP - Preparation of budgets

1. The resources and funding of a Postgraduate
Study Program (PMS) may come from:

a) Tuition fees.

b) Donations, sponsorships and financial support of
any kind.

¢) Legacies,

d) Resources from research projects or programs.

e) Own resources of the Higher Education
Institution (HEI).

(f) the state budget or the public investment
program.

2. The payment of tuition fees, provided that tuition
fees are set out in the decision establishing the PSP,
shall be made by the student concerned or by a third
natural or legal person on behalf of the student.

3. The management of the PSP resources shall be
carried out by the AUEB Special Account for Research
Funds (ELKE / AUEB) or by the ELKE account of the
Higher Education Institution that has undertaken the
administrative support of the program, in case of an
inter-institutional or joint PSP in accordance with the
legislation in force.

4. The competent body for the preparation of the
overall annual budget and its amendments is the
Coordinating Committee of the respective PSP.

In terms of revenue, the sources of funding and the
corresponding expected inflows from each source of
funding shall be indicated.

5. The financial management of the PSP shall be
implemented by the Special Account for Research
Funds of the Athens University of Economics and
Business, in accordance with the provisions of the
Financing and Management Guide, as well as the
applicable legislation.

6. According to Article 85(1) of Law 4957/2022, if
more than one (1) Postgraduate Study Program (PSP)
are organized in a Department or School of the same
Higher Education Institution (HEl), the financial
cooperation  between  PSPs  through the
establishment of a joint project/program, funded
from the PSP resources. with a view to meeting the
common needs and actions of the PSPs of the
Department or School is possible. The maximum
percentage of the total annual revenues of each PSP
which may be allocated to the Joint Project/Program
referred to in the above paragraph, is set at 20%.

Article 21
Nomination of Doctors
1. The Assembly of the Department nominates the
doctoral candidate in a public meeting of the
Department. The Head of the Department shall bring
to the attention of the Body the record certifying the
successful completion of the oral presentation and
assessment process of the Doctoral Thesis, followed
by the nomination of the candidate to the Doctor of
the Department.
2. The ceremony of the graduation oath-taking and

pledge-taking, as well as the type, form and content
of the PhD Diploma of the Doctor complies with the
standards of relevant decisions of the AUEB Senate.

3. The doctoral candidate may, prior to their
nomination by the Assembly of the Department and
their pledge-taking, apply for a certificate of
successful completion.

4. The Doctor is awarded a copy of the PhD
Diploma. The PhD Diploma is signed by the Rector
and the Head of the Directorate of Education of OPA.
or their legal deputy.

5. Prerequisite for the award of a copy of the PhD
Diploma is the following:

a) Publication by the Doctor of their PhD
dissertation in the online repository “Piksida" of the
library of AUEB

b) Completion of the procedure for the submission
of the PhD dissertation by the Doctor to the National
Archive of the PhD Theses of the National
Documentation Center (NDC).
